School Times, punctuality, attendance and early dismissal
School starts for K~ 6 at 8:45am.

Students should not be at school before 8:30am as there is very limited
supervision.

School ends at 3:10pm for K ~ 2 students. Children are picked up from the
classroom.

School ends at 3:20pm for students in years 3 — 6.

Please pick your child up from school on time. There is limited supervision after
school.

Early Dismissal

Students who leave early or arrive late should have a note from their parents
explaining the partial absences.

Students cannot be signed out after 2:45pm. They have to wait until the end
of the day.
Punctuality

The school day officially starts with the Morning Assembly and prayer at 8:45am. Students who arrive after this time are
marked as being late. Please help your child have a strong start to each day by getting a good h-ight of‘sleep, waking up
early, having a healthy breakfast and arriving to school on time. Being punctual to school contributes to children’s overall
wellbeing as.it eliminates any unnecessary stress associated with being late and rushing to get to school.

Attendance

School attendance is compulsory for ALL K- 6 that attend Malek Fahd Islamic School. Learning is most effective when
children are in the classroom interacting with their peers and the classroom teacher, therefore the School does not approve
extended leave for holidays during the school term. If your child is sick then they should stay at home until they are well
énough to return to school. All absences must be explained, so please ensure your child brings a note or medical certificate
when they return to school. This is to be given to the classroom teacher. If your child has a contagious jliness such as

mumps, please inform the Primary school office by phone, email or in person as soon as possible. If you request
confidentiality please make that known when you contact the school.

Parking on School grounds

We have a “Kiss and go” zone operating in the morning. There is strictly no
parking in this area. In the afternoon K — 2 parents and carers have to return
to their vehicles immediately once children have been picked up from class.
