New Carpark and Earlier Kindergarten Dismissal  
 
We would like to inform you that over the school holidays, we have had an extended car park area in 
Car park area 2 on the same side of the Campus. Please use this carpark to avoid double parking as it 
is illegal and unsafe. We will also dismiss Kindergarten students 10 minutes earlier up until 22nd of 
February to minimise traffic congestion during pick up time. Only Kindergarten students will be 
dismissed at 3:10pm. 
 
Visitors  
It’s important that we are fully informed about who is in our school at any particular time. The 
following procedures assist with this:  

 Apart from drop off and pick up times, we expect all visitors to report to the office to sign in 
and receive a visitor’s badge. All non-staff members encountered within the school during 
school hours without a badge will be referred to the office for this purpose.  

 If your child arrives late to school, we expect that parents will report to the office with the 
child to sign in to receive a late pass that the child will then take to class and hand to the 
teacher.  

 If you need to pick up your child early from school we request that you report to the office 
first to receive an early dismissal pass. This is then handed to the teacher. Parents must inform 
Admin staff if an Educator or person NOT listed on the enrolment form, will be picking up your 
child.   

 
Sunsmart  
MFHP students are to wear a broad brimmed (green) or school hat while playing 
outside between the beginning of September and the beginning of April. Our rule is 
to send students without a hat to play under shelter in the Primary courtyard. Also, 
we strongly encourage students to bring their own sunscreen to apply during the 
day. 
 
Excursions 
A great deal of time and effort is put into organising school excursions and activities. Excursions and 
activities are organised to compliment and support the curriculum and to maximise student learning 
experiences.
